A key to finding pertinent material, specific to your interests, is the skilled use of SUBJECT HEADINGS.  Start out using a 

relatively general term such as ñSustainable Developmentò or narrower ones like ñSustainable Architectureò and 

ñSustainable Buildings.ò  After finding a relevant title, examine its subject headings to see if another term or terms might be 

more appropriate in helping to identify additional similar material.  For example, subject headings such as ñGreen 

Technology,ò ñEnvironmental Responsibility,ò ñUrban Ecology,ò or ñBusiness Enterprises ï Environmental Aspectsò could 

more clearly define the focus of your search.
