The following table is the list of Articulated Associate Degrees between the Colleges of the Wisconsin Technical College System 
and Mount Mary University (MMU). Students who complete a transfer-oriented associate degree (Associate of Arts or 
Associate of Science) my fulfill Mount Mary University's General Education requirements. Students without a transfer­
oriented degree (Associate of Applied Science) must fulfill the General Education requirements and have a course-by-course 
evaluation completed.

This articulation agreement continues a cooperative relationship between Mount Mary University and 
The Colleges of the Wisconsin Technical College System which will assist each institution to better 
meet the educational needs of students. It sets for policies and procedures by which WTCS program 
students may transfer to Mount Mary University. 

ADDITIONAL CONDITIONS 

1. Mount Mary University will recognize an earned AA, AS, and AAS degree and guarantee those 
students junior standing. 

2. Credit will be only granted for courses at WTCS in which a student has earned a grade of "C" or 
better. 

3. This agreement is subject to annual review and modification by either institution. Course 
equivalencies specified in this articulation agreement are subject to change in the event that the 
course curricula of either institution undergoes revision. 

EFECTIVE DATE 

This agreement is effective as of September 1, 2017, and will remain in effect until either the official 
representatives of Mount Mary University or the Colleges of the Wisconsin Technical College System 
indicate that the agreement is nullified. Both parties agree to provide six (6) months' notice of 
termination prior to actual execution.

Core Curriculum and Graduation Requirements 

Mount Mary Graduation Requirements 

1) A total of 128 credits are required to graduate. Credits may include transfer credits. A minimum of 32 credits 
must be earned at Mount Mary. 
2) Course work must include writing, communication, mathematics, and world language courses. 
3) 48 credits must be earned in the core curriculum courses-see chart below. 
4) Global Competency requirement - one- three- or four-credit Mount Mary course; usually taken in the major. 

NOTE: While all courses listed in the following chart fulfill Mount Mary core curriculum requirements, 
particular courses may be required or preferred for individual majors.
